Eco programme is suitable to clean normally soiled tableware, that for
this use, it is the most efficient programme in terms of its combined en-
ergy and water consumption, and that it is used to assess compliance
with the EU Ecodesign legislation.

2 6th SENSE ®
For normally soiled dishes with dried food residues. Senses the level of
soiling on the dishes and adjusts the program accordingly.

3 INTENSIVE
Program recommended for heavily soiled crockery, especially suitable
for pans and saucepans (not to be used for delicate items).

4 CRYSTALS
Program for delicate items, which are more sensitive to high tempera-
tures, for example glasses and cups.

5 RAPID 30’
Program to be used for half load of lightly-soiled dishes with no dried
food residues. Does not include drying phase.

6 PREWASH
Use to refresh crockery planned to be washed later. No detergent to be
used with this program.

Please note that cycle Rapid 30’ is dedicated for lightly soiled dishes.
