This manual and the appliance itself provide important safety warnings, to be read and observed at all times.

/N Thisis the attention symbol, pertaining to safety, which alerts users to potential risks to themselves and
others.

All safety warnings are preceded by the attention symbol and the following terms:

All safety warnings specify the potential danger/warning to which they refer and indicate how to reduce the
risk of injury, damage and electrical shock resulting from incorrect use of the appliance. Comply with the
following instructions:
Installation or maintenance must be carried out by a specialized technician, in compliance with the
manufacturer’s instructions and local safety requlations. Do not repair or replace any part of the appliance
unless specifically requested in the user manual.
The appliance must be disconnected from the power supply before carrying out any installation work.
Earthing of the appliance is compulsory. (Not necessary for class Il hoods identified by the @I symbol on
the specifications label).
The power supply cable must be long enough to permit connecting the appliance to the mains socket
outlet.
Do not pull the power supply cable in order to unplug the appliance.
The electrical components must no longer be accessible to the user after installation.
Do not touch the appliance with any wet part of the body and do not operate it when barefoot.
This appliance may be used by children older than 8 years of age and by persons with reduced physical,
sensory or mental capacities or with inadequate experience and knowledge only if they are supervised or
if they have been taught how to use the appliance in conditions of safety and if they are aware of the
dangersinvolved. Children must not play with the appliance. Cleaning and maintenance must not be
carried out by children, unless they are supervised by adults.
Do not repair or replace any part of the appliance unless specifically indicated in the manual. Defective
parts must be replaced using genuine parts. All other maintenance services must be carried out by a
specialized technician.
Children must be supervised to ensure they do not play with the appliance.
When drilling through a wall or the ceiling, pay attention not to damage electric connections and/or
pipes.
The ventilation ducts must always discharge to the outside.
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Exhaust air must not be vented through a flue used for removal of fumes produced by appliances burning
gas or other fuels, but must have a separate outlet. All national requlations governing extraction of fumes
must be observed.

Ifthe hood is used together with other appliances operating on gas or other fuels, the negative pressure in
the room must not exceed 4 Pa (4 x 10-5 bar). For this reason, make sure the room is adequately
ventilated.

The Manufacturer declines any liability forimproper use or incorrect setting of the controls.

Reqular cleaning and maintenance is essential to correct functioning and good performance of the
appliance. Frequently clean all encrustations from dirty surfaces to prevent the accumulation of grease.
Regularly clean or replace the filters.

Failure to observe the instructions for cleaning the hood and replacing the filters may result in a fire.

The fume extractor hood must never be opened without the grease filters installed and it should be kept
under constant supervision.

Gas appliances must be used under the extractor hood only with pans resting.

When using more than three gas cooking points, the hood should be operating at power level 2 or greater.
This will eliminate heat congestion in the appliance.

Before touching the bulbs, first ensure that they are cold.

Do not use or leave the hood without its lamps correctly installed - risk of electric shock.

Wear work gloves for all installation and maintenance operations.

The product is not suitable for outdoor use.

When the hob isin use, accessible parts of the hood may become hot.

For lamp replacement use only lamp type indicated in the Maintenance/Replacing lamps section of this
manual.

Energy saving tips

« Switch ON the hood at minimum speed when you start cooking and kept it running for few minutes after cooking is finished.
Increase the speed only in case of large amount of smoke and vapour and use boost speed(s) only in extreme situations.
Replace the charcoal filter(s) when necessary to maintain a good odour reduction efficiency.
Clean the grease filter(s) when necessary to maintain a good grease filter efficiency.
Use the maximum diameter of the ducting system indicated in this manual to optimize efficiency and minimize noise.
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INSTALLATION

After unpacking the appliance, check for any transport damage. In the event of problems, contact the dealer or your nearest After-sales Service. To prevent any
damage, only remove the appliance from its polystyrene foam packaging at the time of installation.

PREPARING FOR INSTALLATION

& WARNING: this is a heavy product; the hood should only be lifted and installed by two or more people.

The minimum distance between the support of the cooking pans on top of the cooker and the bottom of the hood must not be less than 50 cm for electric cookers
and 65 cm for gas or mixed cookers. Before installation also check the minimum distances stated in the manual of the cooker.
If the installation instructions for the cooker specify a greater distance between cooker and hood, this distance must be observed.

ELECTRICAL CONNECTION

Make sure the power voltage specified on the appliance rating plate is the same as the mains voltage.

This information may be found on the inside of the hood, under the grease filter.

Power cable replacement (type H05 VV-F 3x 0,75 mm?) must be carried out by a qualified electrician. Contact an authorized service centre.

Ifthe hood is fitted with an electric plug, connect the plug to a socket complying with current regulations, located in an accessible place after installation. If no plug
is fitted (direct wiring to the mains), or if the socket is not located in an accessible place, install a standardised double pole power switch that will enable complete
isolation from the mains in case of category Il overvoltage conditions, in accordance with installation rules.

GENERAL RECOMMENDATIONS

Before use
Remove cardboard protection pieces, protective film and adhesive labels from accessories. Check the appliance for any transport damage.

During use
To avoid any damage do not place any weights on the appliance. Do not expose the appliance to atmospheric agents.

TROUBLESHOOTING GUIDE

The appliance does not work:
Check for the presence of mains electrical power and if the appliance is connected to the electrical supply;

Turn off the appliance and restart it to see if the fault persists.

The hood’s suction level is not sufficient:
Check the suction speed and adjust as necessary;
Check that the filters are clean;
Check the air vents for any obstructions.

The light does not work:
Check the light bulb and replace if necessary;

Check that the light bulb has been correctly fitted.
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AFTER-SALES SERVICE

Before calling the After-sales Service:
1. Seeifyou can solve the problem yourself with the help of the suggestions given in the “Troubleshooting guide”.

2. Switch the appliance off and back on again it to see if the fault persists.
If after the above checks the fault still occurs, get in touch with the nearest After-sales Service.

If any repairs are required, please contact an authorised After-sales Service (to guarantee that original spare parts will be used and repairs carried out correctly).

CLEANING

. -Do not use steam cleaners.
& WARNING: - Disconnect the appliance from the power supply

IMPORTANT: Do not use corrosive or abrasive detergents. If any of these products accidentally comes into contact with the appliance, dleaniit
immediately with a damp cloth.

Clean the surfaces with a damp cloth. Ifitis very dirty, add a few drops of washing up detergent to the water. Finish off with a dry cloth.
IMPORTANT: do not use abrasive sponges or metallic scrapers or scouring pads. Over time, these can ruin the enamel surface.
« Usedetergents specifically designed for cleaning the appliance and follow the manufacturerinstructions.

IMPORTANT: clean the filters at least monthly to remove any oil or grease residuals.

EXTRACTOR ORFILTERINGHOOD INSTALLATION

Pre-assemble the steam deflector on the motor assembly:
(a.) fitthe two side nuts on the lower internal side of the cooker hood.
(b.) fitthe steam deflector to the motor assembly, (c.) secure with 2 M6 x 20 screws and 2 @ 14 x 12 bushings.
Pre-assembly of the electrical connection box:
d.) remove the screws and washers on the extractor unit and remove the adhesive tape fixing the box to the extractor unit,
e.) position the electrical connection box above the extractor unit, (f.) secure with 2@3.5x 9.5 screws and 2 @ 14 x 12 washers (previously removed).
Using a pencil, draw the centre line on the wall up to the ceiling to facilitate installation operations.
Apply the drilling template to the wall: Align the vertical centre-line on the drilling template with the centre-line drawn on the wall. The template’s bottom
edge represents the bottom edge of the hood.
3. Drillasshown on the template, insert the wall plugs and screw in the top 2 screws, leaving a space of approx. 1cm between the screw head and the wall.
Note: Drill all the holes indicated on the template: the top 2 holes are for hanging the hood and the bottom hole is for fixing it securely to the wall.
4, Fitthe flue support bracket “G” to the wall and against the ceiling, use the support bracket as a drilling diagram (if present, the small slot on the support must
match the line previously drawn on the wall) and mark 2 holes with the pencil, then drill the holes and insert 2 wall plugs.
5. Fixthe flue support bracket to the wall with 2 screws.
6. Hangthehood on the 2 top screws.
7. 7.Screwin the bottom screw (and washer!) to fix the hood securely in place (COMPULSORY!). After checking the alignment of the hood, TIGHTEN ALLTHE
SCREWS - top and bottom.
Note: the bottom fixing, positioned in the centre, is visible upon removal of the grease filter and the carbon filter frame (if present).
8.  Connectan exhaust pipe (pipe and clamps are not supplied and must be bought separately) to the collar above the extraction motor unit.
For extractor operation, connect the other end of the exhaust pipe to the home discharge device.
For filter operation, fix the deflector F to the flue support bracket G and connect the other end of the exhaust pipe to the deflector collar F.
9. Makeall necessary electrical connections.
10. Fitthe flues over the extractor unit, engaging them in their seat above the hood.
11. Slide the top section of the flue and secure it with 2 screws (11a) to the flue support bracket “G” (11b).
Refit the carbon filter frame and the grease filter/s and check for correct hood operation.

MAINTENANCE
GREASE FILTERS.
Metal grease filters have an unlimited life and should be washed once a month either by hand or in a dishwasher at a low temperature and
withashort cycle.
Washing in a dishwasher can cause grease filters to turn white, but this in no way affects efficiency. b

Follow package directions and do not touch new light bulb with bare hands.
Slot back into place.

ACTIVE CARBON FILTER (filter models only):

The carbon filter must be washed once a month in a dishwasher at the highest temperature, using a normal
dishwasher detergent. Wash the filters on their own.

After washing, reactivate the carbon filter by drying it in the oven at 100° C for 10 minutes.

Change the carbon filter every 3 years.

Fitting the carbon filter:

1. Remove the grease filter.

2. Remove the filter holder by turning the knobs through 90°.
3. Fitthe carbon filter“i”inside the filter holder “h”.

Reverse the above procedure to re-fit the filter holder and grease filter.
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
