HOW TO USE 
THE APPLIANCE

After plugging the appliance to the mains, it starts 
the operation automatically. 
After starting the appliance, wait at least 4-6 hours 
before placing food into the appliance.

The appliance is normally factory-set for operation at 
the recommended medium temperature.
For details of setting temperature - see the Daily

When the appliance is connected to the power 
supply, the display lights up and all the icons appear 
on the display for approximately 1 second.

FUNCTIONS
This function turns On/Stand-by the 
refrigerator. To put the product in 
Stand-by, press & hold the On/Stand-
by button for 3 seconds.  
All the indicators turn off except On/

When the appliance is in Stand-by,  
the light inside the refrigerator 
compartment does not work.

VACATION

The use of this function is 
recommended when placing a very 
high quantity of food to be frozen in 
the freezer compartment. 24 hours 
before freezing fresh food, press the 
Freezer button to activate the Fast 
Freeze function. When activated, the 

Fast Freeze indicatorturns on. 
After 24 hours place the food to be 
frozen in the middle freezing zone of 
freezer compartment. The function is 
automatically disabled after 48 hours, 
or can be manually disabled by pressing 
Fast Freeze button.

FAST FREEZE
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If the function is engaged and the user 
modify the freezer temperature out 
of the working range, the function is 
automatically switched off. 
In case of Fast freezing is engaged, the 
function “Freeze control” is inhibited 
until the Fast Freezing function 
switched off.

FREEZE CONTROL

After a power blackout, your product 
is designed to automatically monitor 
the temperature in the freezer 
when electricity is resupplied. If 
the temperature in the freezer rises 
above freezing level, the Black Out 
icon lit the Alarm indicator blinks and 
the acoustical alarm sounds when 
electricity is re-supplied. To reset the 
alarm press the Reset Alarm button just 
once.
In case of Black Out Alarm, the 
following actions are recommended:
• If the food in the freezer is unfrozen

but still cold, all the food in the
freezer should be moved to the fridge
compartment and eaten within the
next 24 hours.

• If the food in the freezer is frozen, this
indicates the food was thawed and
then refrozen when electricity was
re-supplied which degrades taste,
quality and nutritional value and also

could be unsafe. It is recommended 
to not consume the food but to 
dispose of the entire content of the 
freezer.

The Black Out Alarm is designed to 
provide guidance on food quality in the 
freezer in the event of electricity black 
out.
This system does not guarantee food 
quality or safety and consumers are 
advised to use their own judgment in 
evaluating food quality in freezer and 
refrigerator compartments.

BLACK OUT ALARM

This function prevents anyone from 
inadvertently changing settings or 
switching off the appliance.
To lock the keys, press Key Lock button 
for 3 seconds until the display shows 
the Key Lock indicator and an acoustic 
signal confirms the function has been 
selected. After 3 seconds Key Lock 
indicator goes off.
When activated, pressing the other 
buttons (except Key Lock button) 
activates an audible signal and on 
display flashes the Key Lock indicator.

Any alarm can be deactivated when Key 
Lock function is active.
To unlock the keys, follow the same 
procedure until the display shows the 
Key Lock indicator and an acoustic 
signal confirms the function has been 
disengaged. After 1 second indicator 
goes off.

KEY LOCK
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The Door Open Alarm is activated when 
the door is left open for more than 2 
minutes. 

Close the door or press the Stop Alarm 
to mute the acoustical alarm.

HOW TO MAKE ICE CUBES
Put the empty ice cube trays into the 
freezer 24 hours before using the Quick 
Ice feature to cool them down. To 
achieve the best performance of the 
Quick Ice trays it is recommended to 
keep them permanently in the freezer 
and maintain temperature setting at 
-18°C or colder.
Remove a Quick Ice tray by pulling it 
towards you.

Remove the cover and fill the tray with 
potable water (maximum level = 2/3 of 
the overall capacity of the tray).

Insert the cover back into the tray and 
insert it back into the dedicated slots in 
the top freezer drawer. Take care not to 
spill water.

Wait at least 30 minutes until the ice 
cubes are formed (this time can be 
slightly longer if the trays are used 
immediately after the first use).

When ice is ready please open the 
cover and remove cubes.

The alarm is activated when:
• The appliance is connected to the

power supply after prolonged disuse.
• The freezer compartment

temperature is too high.
• The quantity of foods loaded into the

freezer exceeds that indicated on the
rating plate.

• To mute the alarm buzzer press Stop
button just once.

• The Alarm indicator is automatically
turned-off as soon as the freezer
compartment reaches a temperature
below -10°C and the Alarm indicator
turns off.

OVER TEMPERATURE 
ALARM
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Quick Ice trays can also be used as 
eutetics to help in keeping the food 
frozen in case of power failure. For the 
best usage of them, place them above 
food stored in the top drawer of the 
freezer compartment. In this position 
the trays can still be used to make ice 
cubes, however the time needed to do 
that may be longer.

The Active 0 compartment is 
specifically designed to maintain a low 
temperature and a suitable humidity 
level, in order to keep foods fresher for 
longer (e.g. meat, fish, fruit and winter 
vegetables).

ACTIVATING AND DEACTIVATING 
THE COMPARTMENT
To activate/deactivate the Active 0 
compartment, press the dedicated 
button on the control panel ( indicator 
in the figure below).

Active 0 compartment off:
button partially lighted

Active 0 compartment ON:
button fully lighted

When activated, the lighting bar on 
the Active 0 compartment lights up.
The temperature inside the  
ompartment/drawer, when active, is 
approximately 0 degrees.
The following factors are vital for the 
compartment to work properly:
-the temperature of the refrigerator 
compartment must be switched 
between +2 °C and +4°C.
-the compartment must be inserted to 
enable activation
-no special function must have been 
selected (as Standby, Vacation mode – 
where applicable).
If one of these special functions has 
been selected, the fresh food inside 
the Active0 compartment should be 
removed.

Note:
- if the lighting bar and symbol does not 
light up but the the symbol blinks when 
the box is being activated, check that 
the box is properly inserted; When the 
drawer is inserted, the function is able 
to activate again after few seconds by 
simple pressing the button. if the problem 
persists, contact your nearest authorized  
After-sales Service
- if the Active 0 compartment is active 
and the drawer is open, more than 2 
minutes, the function is deactivated 
automatically. After the drawer is inserted, 
the function is able to activate again 
after few seconds by simple pressing the 
button.
- irrespective of the state of the box, a 
slight noise may be heard: this is normal 
and is not a cause for concern.
- when the box is not active, the 
temperature inside it depends on 
the general temperature inside the 
refrigerator compartment.
In this case, we recommend it is used 
to store fruit and vegetables which are 
not sensitive to cold temperatures (fruits 
of the forest, apples, apricots, carrots, 
spinach, lettuce, etc.).

Attention:
•	 Incompatibility with the 

“Vacation” function
To guarantee optimal performance, 
the “Vacation” and “Active 0” functions 
cannot be used at the same time.
Therefore, if the “Vacation” function 
has been already engaged, it has to be 
disengaged first to activate the “Active 
0” function (and viceversa).

ACTIVE 0 
COMPARTMENT
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REMOVING THE ACTIVE 0 
COMPARTMENT
The Active 0 compartment can be 
removed to create more space inside 
the refrigerator. In this case proceed as 
follows:
-- switch off the compartment
-- pull out the drawer
-- pull out the glass shelf below Active 0
-- remove the white plastic insulation 

form the glass shelf
-- put back the glass shelf.

Note: the upper shelf and the side supports 
cannot be removed.

To restore Active 0 compartment box 
operation, make sure you .replace the 
white plastic shelf underneath the 
box (with the glass shelf assembled 
into the plastic) before 
inserting the drawer 
and reactivating the 
function. The Active 0 
compartment satisfies 
the requirements of 
a chill compartment 
according to EN 62552.
Clean the compartment and all its parts 
regularly, using a cloth and a solution 

of warm water and neutral detergent 
specifically formulated for refrigerator 
interiors (take care not to immerse 
the white plastic shelf underneath the 
compartment in water).
Before cleaning the box (including 
the outside), remove the drawer so 
as to disconnect the box from the 
electricity supply.
Never use abrasive detergents.
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FRIDGE COMPARTMENT

The refrigerator is the ideal storage location for ready 
meals, fresh and preserved food, dairy products, fruit 
and vegetables and beverage.

AIR VENTILATION

The natural circulation of air in the refrigerator 
compartment results in zones with different 
temperatures. It is coldest directly above the fruits 
and vegetables crisper and at the rear wall. It is 
warmest at the top front of the compartment.

Insufficient ventilation results in an increase in energy 
consumption and reduction of the refrigerating 
performance.
Do not cover air slots by food on other staff - they 
are optimized for proper air circulation and food 
preservation.

FOOD-STORAGE TIPS

HOW TO STORE FRESH FOOD AND BEVERAGE

›  Use recyclable plastic, metal, aluminum and glass 
containers and cling film to wrap foods.

›  Always use closed containers for liquids and for 
food that may give off or be tainted by odor or flavor 
transfer or cover them.

›  Foods which give off a large amount ethylene gas 
and those that are sensitive to this gas, such as fruit, 
vegetables and salad, should always be separated 
or wrapped so as not to reduce the storage life; for 
example do not store tomatoes together with kiwi 
fruits or cabbage.

›  Do not store food too close together to enable 
sufficient air circulation.

›  To avoid bottles falling over, you can use the bottle 
holder.

›  If you have a little quantity of food to store in the 
refrigerator, we recommend to use the shelves above 
the crisper for fruits and vegetables since this is the 
coolest area of the compartment.

›  Be aware to do not close air slots by the food.

WHERE TO STORE FRESH FOOD AND BEVERAGE

›  On the fridge shelves: ready meals, tropical fruits, 
cheeses, deli.

›  In the coldest area (the one above the fruits and 
vegetables crisper): meat, fish, cold cuts, cakes

›  In the fruits and vegetables crisper: fruits, salad, 
vegetables.

›  In the door: butter, jams, sauces, pickles, cans, 
bottles, beverage cartons, eggs.

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TIPS FOR FREEZING AND STORING FRESH FOOD

› We recommend to label and date all your frozen 
food. Adding a label will help you to identify foods 
and to know when they should be used before their 
quality deteriorates.Do not re-freeze defrosted food.

›  Before freezing, wrap and seal fresh food in: 
aluminium foil, cling film, air and water-tight plastic 
bags, polythene containers with lids or freezer 
containers suitable for freezing fresh food.

›  Food must be fresh, mature and of prime quality in 
order to obtain high quality frozen food.

›  Fresh vegetables and fruit should preferably be 
frozen as soon as they are picked to maintain the full 

original nutritional value, consistency, colour and 
flavor. Some meat, especially game, should be hung 
before it is frozen.

›  Always leave hot food to cool before placing in the 
freezer.

›  Eat fully or partially defrosted foods immediately.
Do not refreeze unless the food is cooked after it 
has thawed. Once cooked, the thawed food can be 
refrozen.

›  Do not freeze bottles with liquid.

› Please use Fast Cool function to speed up cooling 
process (see Daily Reference Guide).
› Please use Fast Freeze function to speed up freezing 
process (see Daily Reference Guide).

FROZEN FOOD: SHOPPING TIPS

When purchasing frozen food products:

›  Ensure that the packaging is not damaged (frozen 
food in damaged packaging may have deteriorated). 
If the package is swollen or has damp patches, it may 
not have been stored under optimal conditions and 
defrosting may have already begun.

›  When shopping, buy frozen foods at the end of your 
trip and transport them in a thermally insulated cool 
bag.

›  Once at home, place the frozen foods immediately 
in the freezer.

›  If food has defrosted even partially, do not re-freeze 
it. Consume within 24 hours.

›  Avoid or reduce temperature variations to the 
minimum. Respect the best-before date on the 
package.

›  Always observe the storage information on the 
package.

FREEZER COMPARTMENT
The freezer is the ideal storage location for store 
frozen food, make ice cubes and freeze fresh food in 
the freezer compartment.
The maximum number of kilograms of fresh food that 

can be frozen within a 24-hour period is indicated on 
the rating plate (…kg/24h).
If you have a little quantity of food to store in the 
freezer, we recommend to use the coldest areas of 
your freezer compartment, corresponding to the 
middle area.

STORAGE TIME  
OF FROZEN FOOD
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ABSENCE / VACATION In case longer absence its recommended to use up 
food and to disconnect the appliance to save energy.

MOVING

POWER FAILURE

In the event of a power failure, call the local office of 
your electricity supply company and ask how long it is 
going to last.

Note: Bear in mind that a full appliance will stay cold 
longer than a partially filled one.

If ice crystals are still visible on the food, it may be 
frozen again, although flavour and aroma may be 
affected.

If food is found to be in a poor condition, it is best to 
throw it away.

For power failures lasting up to 24 hours.
Keep the door of the appliance closed. This will allow 
the stored food to stay cold as long as possible.

For power failures lasting more than 24 hours.
Empty the freezer compartment and arrange the 
food in a portable freezer. If this type of freezer is 
not available and, likewise, no artificial ice packs are 
available, try to use up the food, which is more easily 
perishable.

Empty the ice tray.

RECOMMENDATION IN CASE  
OF NO USE OF THE APPLIANCE

1. Take out all internal parts.

4. Close and fix door with adhesive tape and, 
again using adhesive tape, fix the power cable to 
the appliance.

2. Wrap them well, and fix them together with 
adhesive tape so that they do not bang together or 
get lost.

3. Screw the adjustable feet so that they do not 
touch the support surface.
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CLEANING AND 
MAINTENANCE

›  Periodically clean the appliance with a cloth and 
a solution of lukewarm water and neutral detergent 
specifically for refrigerator interiors. 

›  Clean the outside of the appliance and the door 
seal with a damp cloth and dry with a soft cloth. 

›  Condenser placed in the rear of the appliance 
should be cleaned regularly using a vacuum 
cleaner.

Important:

›  The buttons and control panel display must 
not be cleaned with alcohol or alcohol-derived 
substances, but with a dry cloth.

›  The refrigeration system pipes are located near 
the defrost pan and can become hot. Periodically 
clean them with a vacuum cleaner.

  WARNING
Before any cleaning or maintenance operation, 
unplug the appliance from the mains or disconnect 
the electrical power supply.

Never use abrasives. Never clean refrigerator parts 
with flammable fluids.

  WARNING
Do not use steam cleaners.

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TROUBLESHOOTING 
GUIDE & AFTER-SALES 
SERVICE

BEFORE CONTACTING AFTER-SALES SERVICE... Performance problems often result from little things 
you can find and fix yourself without tools of any kind.

Sounds coming from your appliances are normal 
since it has a number of fans and engines to regulate 
performances that switch on and off automatically.

SOME OF THE FUNCTIONAL SOUNDS CAN BE 
REDUCED THROUGH:

›  Leveling the appliance and installing it on an even 
surface.

›  Separating and avoiding contact between the 
appliance and furniture.

›  Checking if the internal components are correctly 
placed.

›  Checking if bottles and containers are not in 
contactwith each other.

SOME OF THE FUNCTIONAL SOUNDS 
YOU MIGHT HEAR

FUNCTIONAL SOUNDS

A hissing sound when switching on 
the appliance for the first time or 
after a long pause.

A gurgling sound when refrigerant 
fluid enters into the pipes.

BRRR sound is from the compressor 
running.

Buzzing sound when water valve or 
fan start working.

A cracking sound when 
compressor starts.

The CLICK is from the thermostat 
which adjusts how often the 
compressor is running.
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TROUBLESHOOTING 
GUIDE

Problem Possible Cause Solution

THE APPLIANCE IS NOT WORKING There may be an appliance power 
supply problem.

›  Check if power cable plugged 
into a live socket with the proper 
voltage.
›  Check if the protection devices 
and fuses of the electrical system 
in your home

THERE IS WATER IN THE DEFROST 
PAN

This is normal in hot, damp 
weather. The pan can even be half 
full.

›  Make sure the appliance is 
level so that the water does not 
overflow.

THE EDGES OF THE APPLIANCE 
CABINET, WHICH COME IN 
CONTACT WITH THE DOOR SEAL, 
ARE WARM TO THE TOUCH

This is not a defect. 
This is normal in hot weather and 
when the compressor is running.

HE LIGHT DOES NOT WORK The light may need replacing.

The appliance may be in On/
Stand-by model

› Make sure if the protection 
devices and fuses of the electrical 
system in your home work well.
› Check if the power cable is 
plugged into a live socket with the 
proper voltage
› In case the LEDs are broken 
the user must call the Service 
for exchange of the same type 
available only at our After-sales 
Service Centers or authorized 
dealers.

THE MOTOR SEEMS TO RUN TOO 
MUCH

Motor running time depends on 
different things: number of door 
openings, amount of food stored, 
temperature of the room, setting 
of the temperature controls.

› Make sure that the appliance 
controls are correctly set.
› Check if there is not a large 
amount of food been added to the 
appliance.
› Check that the door is not 
opened too often.
› Check that the door close 
properly.
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THE APPLIANCE TEMPERATURE IS 
TOO HIGH

There could be various causes (see 
“Solutions”)

› Make sure that the condenser 
(back the appliance) is free of dust 
and fluff.
› Make sure that the door properly 
closed.
› Make sure that the door seals 
properly fitted.
› On hot days or if the room is 
warm, the motor naturally runs 
longer.
› If the appliance door has been 
left open for a while or if large 
amounts of food have been stored, 
the motor will run longer in order 
to cool down the interior of the 
appliance.

THE DOORS DO NOT OPEN AND 
CLOSE PROPERLY

There could be various causes (see 
“Solutions”)

›  Check that food packages are not 
blocking the door.
›  Check that the internal parts or 
automatic ice maker are not out of 
position.
›  Check that the door seals are not 
dirty or sticky.
›  Ensure the appliance is level.
